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I. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

On December 16, 2021, Typhoon Rai (local name Odette) brought torrential rains, violent winds, 
landslides, and storm surges in five provinces of Visayas, before it exited the Philippine area of 
responsibility on December 17.1 

Two hundred eighty-eight thousand seven hundred thirty-two (208,732) families and 1,144,077 
individuals were affected in 408 barangays in Negros Occidental. 288,732 families and 1,144,077 
individuals take temporary shelter inside 586 evacuation centers. As of January 3, 2022, 146 
families and 461 individuals remain inside four evacuation centers.2

A total of 5,765,132,840.46 billion 
worth of damage to agriculture was incurred in Negros Occidental.2

PCMN has great knowledge of the local context in southern Negros Occidental. Furthermore, on 

January 4-5, 2022, the appointed Project Coordinator of PCMN conducted a needs assessment in 

the target area visiting five target Barangays and relevant government offices including the City 

Social Welfare and Development Office (CSWDO) and Disaster Risk Reduction Management Office 

(DRRMO) which are the main emergency coordination bodies in the target area.  The intervention 

reflects the needs described in the context description by providing multi-purpose cash grants to 

most affected families (can be used for food, shelter, WASH, medicine etc.) as well as by providing 

psychosocial support to trauma affected children. 3 

Himamaylan is a coastal component city in the province of Negros Occidental. 
The city has a land area of 367.04 square kilometers or 141.71 square miles which constitutes 
4.68% of Negros Occidental's total area. Its population as determined by the 2020 Census was 
116,240. This represented 4.43% of the total population of Negros Occidental province, or 1.46% of 
the overall population of the Western Visayas region.4

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The Overall Goal and Objectives of the Project5 

OVERALL GOAL: Vulnerable children and families affected by Typhoon Rai have increased access to 

basic needs and psychosocial support. 

Objective 1: By March 31, 2022, 1,775 vulnerable families affected by Typhoon Rai have increased 

access to food and other basic needs through multi-purpose cash grants. 

Objective 2: By June 30, 2022, 1,000 vulnerable children affected by Typhoon Rai have initiated 

post-typhoon trauma recovery through psychosocial support. 

The Methodology of Evaluation 

The methodology employed in the evaluation includes the following: 
1. Tabulation, analysis, and interpretation of the survey results conducted to 200 

beneficiaries (11.00%) in the five (5) barangays of Himamaylan City using the Evaluation 
Survey Instrument for Families supported by the PCMN Typhoon Rai Response Project - 
Himamaylan City.  Table 2 shows the number of beneficiaries and survey respondents in 
the five (5) barangays, and beneficiaries from partner churches.

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Summary of Findings 

 

The emergency response of PCMN and Viva Denmark Typhoon Rai/ Odette in Himamaylan 

City in terms of Cash Assistance and OpSAFE Camp participated by children is    

1. Relevant 

The P 5,000.00 Cash Assistance received by 1,818 beneficiaries and OpSAFE Camp 

participated by 1,032 children and implemented by PCMN in collaboration with other 

government and non-government agencies are very relevant.  

 

The P5,000 cash assistance was used to purchase food, for house repair, purchase medicines 

and for other immediate needs of the beneficiaries.   

 

The activities (games, giving of learning materials, snacks, etc.) during the camps were 

appreciated and found to have positive effects to children by the parents, grandparents, 

barangay officials and the City Social Welfare and Development Officer (CSWDO).   

 

2.  Coherent 

Assistance in terms of food, materials for house repair and construction, and cash were 

already given to selected beneficiaries by the barangay, CSWDO and other NGOs.  The P 5,000 

cash assistance from PCMN helped additional beneficiaries who lost their jobs, experienced 

reduced income and were sick after typhoon Odette. 

The OpSAFE camp reinforced the programs of CSWDO, DepEd and the church for the children, 

most especially those who have traumatic experiences during the typhoon. 

3. Effective 

The Cash Assistance program responded to the needs of 1,815 beneficiaries by March 31, 

2022, and three (3 ) more after March 31, 2022, or a total of 1818, which is 102.42% of the 

target number of beneficiaries (1,775).  

The one-week OpSAFE camps at the four (4) barangays were participated by 1032 children 

which is 103.20% of the target number of vulnerable children (1,000). 

The CSWDO of Himamaylan City is willing to sign a MOA with PCMN on other related activities 

like child violence, online bullying, exploitation, and mental health.   

4. Efficient 

Volunteers from the church and barangays are aware of their responsibilities and were willing 

to support in the implementation of the two programs. 

The CSWDO and Barangay Captains were very supportive of the projects and are willing to 

share to PCMN the needed resources in the implementation of the programs. 
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Most children were already affected by COVID 19 pandemic and were further traumatized by 

their experiences during typhoon Odette.  Hence, their participation in the OpSAFE camp is 

very timely.   

5. Expected to Generate Impact 

The cash assistance was right away used by majority of the beneficiaries for their food, house 

repair, medicines, and other needs.  The emergency needs of most families were addressed 

using the assistance given to them. 

Moreover, the participation of the children in the OpSAFE camp is expected to create impact 

not only to the children but also to the parents and the community.  

6. Sustainable 

The P5,000 cash assistance is an emergency response to those who were significantly affected 

by typhoon Rai/ Odette but stable jobs and other sources of income will sustain the daily 

needs of families. 

Regular holding of OpSAFE camps not only for children but also for parents and other youth 

volunteers will make the program sustainable.  

 

Recommendations 

 

In the light of the significant findings from surveys, FGDs, KIIs and ocular visits, the following 

are the recommendations: 

 

On the Conduct of the Survey 

1. The survey questionnaire or instrument should be subjected to validity and reliability 

tests before administering it.  Validity and reliability are two key factors to consider 

when developing and testing any survey instrument for use in gathering data. 

Validity is the extent to which an instrument, a survey, measures what it is supposed 

to measure, and  reliability is a statistical measure of how reproducible the survey 

instrument's data is.6 

2. Training of volunteers in interpreting each item in the questionnaire and administering 

them to the respondents should be conducted before the survey. 

On Cash Assistance 

Orientation about the amount to be received, simple budgeting, GOs and NGOs who will 

be involved in the release, and other related issues should be given to the beneficiaries. 

On Op-SAFE Camp  

Longer annual OpSAFE camp to be attended by the children and parents maybe 

considered.

1. Assess and evaluate the need for psychological intervention in the community. 

2. Assess, evaluate, and implement other needs of the community to  

2.1 help them increase their monthly income to a sustainable level. 

2.2 help the needs of the children related to their education. 

3. Training the youth for social work activities. 

4. Implement projects to address problems on child abuse, specifically sexual abuse, and 

child labor. 

5. Collaborate with LGU and local churches for the implementation of relevant programs. 

6. Collaborate with CSWDO in projects like trainings on stress debriefing, addressing on-

line bullying, exploitation, and mental health of children. 

7. Implement strictly the health and safety protocols of the volunteers, beneficiaries and 

others who are directly involved in the projects.

Comparing the main source of income of the respondents from the five (5) barangays in Figure 5, before 

typhoon Odette, employment was no. 1 (28.50%), second was support from family and other relatives 

(26.50%), and third was business (24.00%).  After typhoon Odette, support from family and other 

relatives is no. 1 (32.00%), second is employment (26.50%), and third is business (21.00%).  There is a 

decrease in percentage of those who are employed and in business. 

Some FGD participants shared to the group about their business and employment after the typhoon. 

Ga negosyo ako sang bangrus, ang akon punong nagkalabuwag kag wala na unod nga isda. 2 ka bulan 

gid nga wala kami nahimo samun nga Negosyo. 

[Our bangus business stopped for two months because our fishpond was destroyed by typhoon Odette]  

Apektado ang byahe sang akon bana sa tricycle kay wala may maagyan. 2 ka semana nga wala siya 

kabyahe. 

[Streets are not passable after the typhoon hence my husband has no income for two weeks as tricycle 

driver] 

Galibud ako sang utan, wala na ko may ilibud kay guba tanan. Kung may ara man utan pwerti na ka 

mahal. 2 ka bulan ko guid nabatyag akon negosyo. 

[My vending of vegetables was affected for two months because the typhoon destroyed many plants.  If 

there are vegetables left for selling, the price is high.]

Majority of the families (89.5% before, and 91.50% after typhoon Odette), as shown in Figure 6, have 

monthly income of less than P6,000 or daily family budget of P200.  When they were asked during the 

FGD on how they budgeted this amount for their family needs, the following are some responses:

[The monthly income of a Health Worker is P3,000 which is just enough for the needs of the family.  The 

cash assistance helped in other needs of the family.]

Figure 15 shows that Typhoon Odette damaged 17 TV sets, five (5) refrigerators and six (6) washing 

machines of the respondents from five (5) barangays.  Some respondents shared their experiences on 

the effects of their damaged TV sets.

The gadgets owned by the families and their internet connectivity are shown in Figures 16 and 17.  

There is an increase from one to two families with computer after Typhoon Odette.  However, there is a 

decrease in families with one smart phone (52.50% to 50.00%) and 2-4 smart phones (13.00% to 

12.00%). Furthermore, most families (from 51.50% to 52.00%) have one mobile data.  This is needed

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Moreover, Figure 23 shows that majority of the respondents (54.50%) said that the cash assistance is 

not timely for their COVID 19 needs but was used for their needs after the typhoon.  Furthermore, 

98.50% of the respondents said that the cash assistance helped their family. 

Some FGD participants shared the following experiences on the cash assistance they received: 

Nagnilupad amon mga atop, indi kami tani maghalin sa balay galing natumbahan sang kahoy amon 

balay. May bata pa ako nga PWD. Gingamit namon parepair sg amon balay ang cash assistance. 

[We used the cash assistance for our house repair.  Our roofs were thrown away during the typhoon and 

other parts were destroyed by trees which fell. I have a child who is a PWD.] 

Wala naman ako bana dugang pa nga natrauma akon mga kabataan tun sa bagyo. Bilog namun nga 

atop nagnilupad. Gusto ko man magbulig sa mga kabataan pero ako may ginabatyag naman. Ginbakal 

namon mga materials ang cash assistance.

Figure 27 shows that 111 out of 200 (55.50%) survey respondents have 1 to more than 3 children who 

participated in the OpSAFE Camp. 

Moreover, in Figure 28, majority of the respondents answered Yes (54.50%) to the question, and 30.50% 

did not respond.  Most of these survey respondents probably who did not respond do not have children 

or grandchildren who participated in the PCMN/ ACMN OpSAFE Camp.  
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When the FGD participants with children who participated in the one-week OpSAFE Camp were asked

[Since COVID 19 pandemic, our children just stayed at home but during the OpSAFE camp, they played 

and talked with other children, and they also learned a lot.  They forgot their experiences during the 

typhoon because they enjoyed.] 
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II.4 Child Abuse 

Child abuse cases in five (5) barangays were asked during the KIIs with the three (3) Barangay Captains, 

two (s) Barangay Secretaries, and CSWDO.  The following are the responses of some informants: 

Yes, there are cases of child abuse in Himamaylan City. We give services needed by the victims. We do 

not have in-house professionals, but we hired Psychologist and Psychiatrist for the victims, and we paid 

for the bills. 

May ara, may mga cases kami nga kung perti guid gina hatag namun sa DSWDO, kag kung makaya man 
lang namun sulbaron diri, ginapa-athag namun sa ila nga pwede matabo kag kung ano ang mga layi. 
Kung rape cases, DSWDO ang ga handle. 

 

[Yes, there are child abuse cases in our barangay.  There are cases which are handled in the barangay 

level only but for rape cases, they are referred to DSWDO.} 

Child abuse exists 
-Rape underage kag ginasakit sang mga ginikanan. 
-VAWC ang gahold sa mga amu ni nga kaso. 
-may ara nga ga aregluhanay na lang kag ang iban gapakaso gid 

 

[Child abuse like rape and body harm by parents exists.  There are cases which are settled at the 

barangay level, but there are cases wherein the aggrieved parties filed court cases.] 

Yes, abuse is present before and after of typhoon, but most cases happened before the typhoon. 
-Child abuse and violence against women exist here. 

II.5 Accountability and Learnings 

 Questions were asked on accountability and learnings of those who were involved in the PCMN and 

Viva Denmark Typhoon Rai/ Odette Emergency Response project in Himamaylan City.  The following are 

the responses:

1.Securing all beneficiaries receive their cash assistance. 
2. Gathering all the information of the accomplishments of the program with the help of  
     Barangay Officials. 
3. Random visiting to the beneficiaries.

1. Make proper reporting about the accomplishment of the program in each Barangay. 
2. Manage the finances of each beneficiary that is qualified in the program. 
3. Ensure the safety of the volunteers and the beneficiaries. 
4. Responsible in providing needs of the children program. 
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KI C 

Yes, kabalo kami nga we have a part in PCMN project labi na gid nga mabudlay sa ila magpili sang 
beneficiaries labi na sa mountain areas. 

-Gabulig kami kung ano ang mga needs sang PCMN para mapatigayon ila program sa cash assistance 

kag OpSAFE Camp. 

-Ang sa amun gid, we are accountable sa amun pumuluyo, kung ano ila mga needs. Gapasalamat gid 
kami kay PCMN, madako gid ila nga bulig sa amun. 
 
[Yes, we know that we have a responsibility in the PCMN project most especially that it is difficult to 
select beneficiaries in mountainous areas.  We are also helping in other needs of PCMN to implement the 
Cash Assistance and OpSAFE Camp programs.  We are also aware that we are accountable to the needs 
of our barangay residents.  We are very grateful to PCMN for helping us.] 
 
KI D 

Yes, we provide resources sa mga pumuluyo, kung ano ila needs ginahatag namun. 
-Gabulig man kami sang pagcollect sang data sang mga beneficiaries. 

 

[Yes, we provide resources for the needs of our residents.  We are helping PCMN in collecting data of 

the beneficiaries.] 

Accountable ko gid ang safety sang mga pumuluyo diri sa Barangay. 
-Nahibaluan man namun nga indi lang cash assistance ang need sang tawo, mayu gid nga 

nagpatigayon ang PCMN sang OpSAFE Camp para sa mga kabataan, damu gid sila nahibaluan sadto 

nga camp. 

[I am accountable of the safety of the barangay residents.  We know that the people do not need cash 

assistance only. We are thankful that PCMN implemented the OpSAFE camp program for the children.  

They learned a lot during that camp.] 

KI E 

Giving help in possible ways. 
-We assist on determining the beneficiaries who are really in needs. 
-We identify the pregnant women, PWD, senior citizens etc. 
 

II.5.2 Learnings 

Sa pag-provide gid nila support nga makabulig kung paano makarecover kag how to prepare sa pag-

respond sa amu sin inga emergency bisan pa sa iban nga emergency especially sang OpSAFE Camp 

para sa mga bata 

[OpSAFE camp provided support to the children on their recovery from traumatic experiences.] 

  Learned that age does not matter in helping people in the community. 
  Learned to manage time with the support of the family members. 

  Learned that we are one even in different religion. 
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  Natun-an namun nga importante ang mga activities parehas sang OpSAFE para sa mga bata. Dako 

gid nga part sini nga mahaganhagan ang trauma sang bata kag pati ang mga ginikanan. 

 

[We learned that children should be exposed to activities like what they experienced during OpSAFE 

camp to reduce their trauma including the trauma of the parents.] 

 

We learned that this kind of project help the beneficiaries a lot in financial and in social and spiritual 

needs. It also helped the children who have trauma in the typhoon because of the OpSAFE Camp.
